


Leveled Problem Solving

Abby displays the rocks in her collection in 4 equal rows.

 Basic
Abby puts 4 rocks in each row. 
How many rocks does she have? 
Explain. 16 rocks; 4 rows of 4 
equals 16 rocks.

 On Level
If Abby puts 20 rocks into the 
4 rows, how many rocks will be in 
each row? Explain. 5 rocks; 
Possible answer: 4 rows of 5 
equals 20 rocks.

 Above Level
Abby has two display shelves. She 
puts 3 rocks from each row on one 
shelf. She puts 2 rocks from each 
row on the other shelf. How many 
rocks does Abby have? Explain. 
20 rocks; Possible answer: 4 rows 
of 3 equals 12 rocks; 4 rows of 2 
equals 8 rocks; 12 � 8 � 20 rocks.

Intervention Practice Extension

Activity Fill the Rectangles

Give students square tiles and a paper 
with several rectangles drawn on it. 
Each rectangle should have a length 
and a width to fit an exact number of 
square tiles. 

Have students use the tiles to fill 
each rectangle. Have them count the 
number of rows, columns, and tiles in 
each rectangle.

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Extension Activity 
Multiple Tiles

Provide pairs of students with at least 
40 square tiles. Have each pair create a 
rectangular array that uses as many of 
the tiles as possible. 

Challenge students to make other 
arrays using the same number of tiles. 
Have them make a list to describe all 
the arrays that they make. For example, 
with 42 tiles students can make arrays 
of 1 tile by 42 tiles, 2 tiles by 21 tiles, 
3 tiles by 14 tiles, 6 tiles by 7 tiles, 
7 tiles by 6 tiles, 14 tiles by 3 tiles, 
21 tiles by 2 tiles, and 42 tiles by 1 tile.
